School Group Checklist

· Teachers may visit the Museum free of charge at any time to plan class visits.

· We love chaperones! All of the chaperones accompanying your group will be admitted to the Museum free of charge on the day of your visit (with a reservation). We ask that all teachers and chaperones carefully supervise their students. Please ensure that chaperones are aware of their supervisory responsibilities before arriving at the Museum.

· The Museum requires a ratio of 1 chaperone for every 8 students. Please divide your group into smaller groups and make sure that a chaperone stays with each of these groups for the entire duration of the visit. This will help to make certain that everyone’s visit will be an enjoyable and educational one.

· Group visits are self-guided, unless other arrangements have been made in advance. You and your group may encounter trained facilitators at our Discovery Carts that are located within several of our galleries. Please encourage your students to make the most of the short interactive presentations that are provided, if time allows.

· Buses may NOT enter Presidents Circle to drop students off. Buses may unload and load students on University Street, just before the location of the UTA bus stop. Thanks for your cooperation in this.

· We have limited parking spaces near the Museum. Parking is available in Presidents Circle for private cars and small vans. You may obtain a parking pass from the Museum’s front desk staff. This pass is valid for both Museum stalls and metered parking stalls.

· While we do have a limited number of lockers available in the lobby, we respectfully ask that large bags, backpacks, and parcels remain either at home, school, or on the bus. 

· We also respectfully ask that students not be allowed into our Museum store. Again, thanks for your cooperation with this matter.

· Food, drink, and flash photography are not allowed in the Museum at any time.
