Get Ready! – On July 14, 2008 we launch our new line: Mid Century Modern. There will be a country wide media campaign via the PR Newswire. A media advisory will be sent out to all dealers on July 14. We will have a page designated to the Mid Century Modern line on the web site with pictures of door styles.
This new collection appeals to designers and homeowners who appreciate modern architecture, as well as use of “resource responsible” natural wood grains and finishes, according to Kathleen Donohue, CMKBD, designer of the collection. “These door styles have clean lines and a simple, sculpted look, with streamlined styling.”  

The new cabinets are available in eight door styles: Barcelona, Butterfly Roof, Golden Gate, Backgammon, Checkers, Dominoes, Flat Frame, Route 66 and Biscayne Bay. The doors are crafted from a variety of wood veneers, including Steamed Beech, Mahogany, Quarter Sawn Ash, Rift White Oak, Alder, Clear Vertical Grain Fir and Walnut.

To qualify for official ESP certification companies have to accumulate 80 out of a possible 105 points in the following five different categories:

Air Quality



30 possible points

Product Resource Management
30 possible points

Process Resource Management
20 possible points

Environmental Stewardship

15 possible points

Community Relations


10 possible points

We have worked through the different categories and either exceed or meet all categories. This begs the question “Why are NK Cabinets not ESP certified?” Do you, as a dealer feel it would help your sales if we were ESP certified? Do your clients ask for this certification when they are choosing cabinets? Please give us your feedback; we are willing to get this certification if you think it necessary.

Not only are our cabinets environmentally friendly but so are our business practices in the office. We use recycled paper and pens, print out only what is absolutely necessary and use electronic mailings as much as possible. We recycle paper, cans, glass, wood and cardboard and even drink free trade coffee!
30% of our employees either walk to work, bicycle, ride the bus or car pool.
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We have had six orders for our new environmentally friendly closet line which is receiving great reviews. The closet line will soon have a page on the web site.
